	Role and Responsibilities

· To solicit and encourage qualified candidates for the office of District Governor; interview all nominees and submit one name to the current District Governor for acceptance
· The District Governor shall ensure that a Nominating Committee is in place.  The appointees will normally be knowledgeable about Rotarians in the District and one of the more recent Past District Governors currently in good standing of a Club within District 5010

· The Chair shall call for Nominations from the Clubs by August 15th prior to the nominating committee meeting..  The Chair shall call a Nominating Committee meeting in  December

· The Chair shall give notice to the candidates of the interview dates and time.

· The Chair shall inform – within 48 hours of the nominating committee decision - the unsuccessful applicants of the Committee’s decision, and inform the District Governor of the successful applicant.  The District Governor shall then notify the successful applicant of his/her selection.  The Chair shall then inform all district Clubs of the decision, indicating that it is subject to the waiting period.
· If no suitable candidate is selected, the committee shall, in consultation with the Governor, search for other qualified candidates.
